A survey conducted in the lead up to
this year’s Victorian Senior’s Festival has
uncovered the biggest concerns for
Victorian’s over 50.

Of the top five issues facing seniors,
health and lifestyle dominated. More
than two thirds (68%) of those surveyed
said they were concerned about their
health while 59% said they were worried
about maintaining their independence
as they aged.

Victorian seniors also fear being alone,
with 42.3% of respondents citing regular
interaction with others as a key concern
in retirement.

Staying active, meanwhile, was a high
priority for 52.5% of those surveyed.

Lifestyle Warragul celebrated the
Senior’s Festival with an itinerary activi-
ties that promoted an active and healthy
lifestyle.
